	Apologies for absence
An apology for absence was received and accepted from Councillor P Beddoe.

	Declarations of interest
It was AGREED that any declarations of interest would be stated by Members as required during the meeting.


	3.
	Minutes
The minutes of the meeting held on Monday, 24th July 2017, were accepted as a true and correct record and signed by the Chairman. 



	4.
	Public 10 minute session
The Chairman suspended the meeting at 6.31pm to allow members of the public present to raise any questions.
A resident referred to the log they had been taking on the number of motor homes parked in the Ferry car park.  The log had been kept since 4th August 2017, and showed 23 motor homes had been parked on consecutive nights.    This had resulted in a loss of privacy, and was preventing the resident from using their garden and kitchen.  
The Clerk confirmed that Planning Enforcement had been contacted at the time the issue had arisen.  An officer had visited the car park and spoken to the landlord.   Enforcement were trying to ensure the matter went through due process so that concerns can be addressed.   

The rules currently stated that motorhomes can only park for 28 nights in any one year, with a maximum of one motorhome on any one night, staying for a maximum of one night.  
Newark & Sherwood District Council know that a log was being kept.  
It was AGREED that the Clerk should now put in a further submission to the Enforcement Officer, copying in the Business Manager and Councillor Mrs Saddington as it was considered that the activity was above the level suggested to be de minimis.  

The resident was asked, and agreed to, continue to keep a log.  
There being no further questions the meeting was reconvened at 6.40pm.

	Planning

	16/01885/FULM – Land at Main Street, North Muskham - Proposed development of 16 new affordable homes 
The Chair confirmed that the application would be considered by Newark & Sherwood District Council’s Planning Committee on Tuesday, 5th September 2017.  
The Chair welcomed Lisa Raine, Nottingham Community Housing Association; Marie Wilson, GEDA Construction and Oliver Roberts, Architect, to the meeting who were going to explain the reasoning behind the design process that had led to the application that was now going forward for consideration by the Planning Committee.    

It was noted that there had been concerns from highways which had resulted in a further revised layout.  A meeting with County Highways had been held which had resulted in points being removed from their objection.  
The design of the scheme had been reviewed following discussion with conservation, and was now more rural than urban in design.  

A presentation was made to the meeting which resulted in a number of questions being posed to, and answered by, the representatives present. 
The meeting was reconvened at 7.20pm and the Chair thanked the representatives for their attendance and presentation. 
The Chair referred to the Business Manager’s report which appeared to contain a number of inaccuracies 

After discussion it was AGREED that the Chair would put together a further response, addressing those points, which would be circulated to Members for comment and agreement, prior to submission to the Planning Committee.
