1. The examination closed on the 28th April 2026 as planned. (see timetable)						
2. Anthony Northcote on behalf of JPAG submitted a summary to the Inspectorate on 24th April 2026 pointing out that our earlier issues had not been addressed.

3. Vice Chair met with Local MP Robert Jenrick for a second time on 27th March and he confirmed that he had not had a response from the Secretary of State. Robert will write again and has offered that we join him should he secure a meeting. Following the meeting of the 27th Robert received a standard response letter from DEFRA regarding his similar correspondence regarding One Earth solar farm. A further meeting with Robert is pencilled in for 29th May. NEEDS CONFIRMING – JAYNE?

4.  The Norwell Solar Action group have produced a press release showing that the GNR development actually increases emissions. This has appeared in the Newark Advertiser and the group are currently seeking release with a number of national newspapers. Not seen anything nationally to date.
