	Apologies for absence
Apologies for absence were received and accepted from District Councillor Mrs Saddington, Councillors P Beddoe, Mrs J Hurry, P Morris and D Saxton.

	Declarations of interest
It was AGREED that any declarations of interest would be stated by Members as required during the meeting.

	Minutes
The minutes of the meetings held on Thursday, 31st August 2017 and Monday, 11th September 2017 were accepted as a true and correct record and signed by the Chairman.

	Public 10 minute session
The Chair suspended the meeting at 7.03pm to allow members of the public present to raise any questions.

A query was raised about a description in the Parish Council’s minutes about planting on the verge at the end of the Grange, when this should have been The Park.

It was confirmed that The Park was the correct description, and County Highways had been contacted accordingly.  

The Chair commented that a noise attenuation fence had been discussed previously with Highways England but that had not progressed as yet as this was being considered at national, not local, level.  It was suggested that residents could lobby their MP to progress the matter.  
The Chair thanked the resident for their question and reconvened the meeting at 7.08pm.

	Planning

	(a)
	17/01644/FULR3N – Land adjacent railway line off Great North Road, North Muskham – Use of land for the importation, storage and processing of construction and infrastructure inert waste 

Members considered the application submitted to use land adjacent to the railway line, off Great North Road, for the importation, storage and processing of construction and infrastructure inert waste. 
After discussion it was proposed by Councillor Harrison from the Chair, seconded by Councillor Dolby, that while the Parish Council were supportive of recycling, this application could not be supported due to the inadequate noise assessment and subsequent comments from the Environmental Health Officer at Newark & Sherwood District Council, and concerns about highway safety with vehicles reversing in to the site from the road.  
Given that the applicant was seeking to operate from 7.30am to 8pm, 7 days a week members suggested that an adequate noise assessment was essential.
This was unanimously AGREED.

	Decision Notice - 17/00282/FUL – South View, Crab Lane, North Muskham – Erection of a 3 bedroom dwelling 
Members received and noted the Decision Notice granting planning permission for the erection of a 3 bedroom dwelling and the conditions in terms of landscaping and design.

	Decision Notice - 16/01885/FULM – Land at Main Street, North Muskham – Proposed development of 16 new affordable homes
It was noted that the minutes of the 4th September Planning Committee meeting were not available on the District Council’s website.  It was AGREED that the Clerk should request a copy from Democratic Services. 
The Chair advised that an invitation had been extended to the Parish Council to attend the opening of the Caunton affordable housing scheme.

	Planning Enforcement Matters 

The Clerk updated Members on the current position with the two enforcement matters.  
Land at Dickinson Way

It was understood that an application had been submitted for the enclosing of the land and the change of use to residential.  However, the Clerk had not yet received any formal notification.

A resident presented a further updated log which it was AGREED the Clerk would also submit to the Enforcement Team.  The Enforcement Team to be asked to review the log and advise what else, if anything, was needed from the resident.

	Parish Council Snow Wardens 
Cllr Dolby confirmed he was happy to continue as the nominated Snow Warden.

	Update on Play Area Project
The Clerk advised that a copy of the lease had been located and, once received, the application would be progressed to meet the November deadline.

	Update on Capturing Memories Project

The Clerk advised that the project had not progressed any further as yet.

	Inspection Reports – Play Area & Skate Park
The Clerk confirmed that the annual inspection reports for the play area and skate park had now been received.  A copy had been circulated to Members. 
The Clerk would arrange to meet with the Village Handyman to discuss in more detail.  
It was noted that the Clerk had still to arrange a site meeting with Nottinghamshire County Council to come and discuss the problems experienced with the skatepark. Given the costs to the Parish Council and the potential for similar repairs the Chairman emphasised that such a meeting was now seen as urgent
Additionally, Notts Grounds Maintenance were to be asked to return to look at the issues raised in the inspection report and to remedy them as necessary.

	Arrangements for Remembrance Sunday
The Clerk advised that timings had been requested from Reverend Hadley.
It was AGREED that, once confirmed the Clerk would extend an invitation to Mr & Mrs Frecknall (or a family representative); County Councillor Laughton, District Councillor Saddington, all members of the Parish Council, the Methodist Minister and the village as a whole through the Muskham Messenger.

	County Councillor Session – Cllr B Laughton

	Nottinghamshire Minerals Plan
Cllr Laughton advised that the latest local assessment put the requirements for gravel at the same level as 2009.  Based on the latest figures, there was a bank of 10 years supply.  

Consultation will commence on 20th November, through to 14th January 2018.  

It was AGREED that the meeting of PAGE would be called to consider the consultation.

	17/01644/FULR3N – Land adjacent railway line off Great North Road, North Muskham – Use of land for the importation, storage and processing of construction and infrastructure inert waste 

The Chair advised Cllr Laughton that the application had been considered earlier on the agenda.  

The Parish Council had concerns on the noise assessment as noted by the Environmental Health Officer.  Neither was there enough mitigation to reduce the risks of vehicles reversing in to the site from the Highways Authority point of view.  Still suppport the principle of recycling.  

Cllr Laughton advised he would speak against the application at Committee. 

It was AGREED that the Clerk should liaise with the adjacent properties to see if they had been consulted on the application.

	(a)
	Highway Repair Log

Members received and noted the highways log.  It was confirmed there were no further items to add at this time. 

The Chair referred to item 6. on the log which related to the closure of the road to the BP garage to traffic with the installation of a gate across it. 
Enquiries had been made of the Highways Authority, which had identified that the extent of the highway maintainable at public expense ended in the vicinity of Corner Cottage.  The matter had been passed to the Rights of Way team.  
After discussion, it was AGREED that Cllr Laughton would ask the Rights of Way team to liaise direct with the Chair on the way forward.

Members received and noted the temporary 40mph speed restriction on the A616 Great North Road from 0800 hrs on 9th October, to 1800 hrs on 3rd November, with 2 way traffic signals, to facilitate bridge parapet repair works.
